Technical Innovation and Development Category
Applications for the Technical Innovation and Development category will be evaluated on the basis of the significant technological improvements that have been developed and fully proven at the pilot or full-scale operational level.  This includes:

· Sustained excellence in advancing our knowledge of technologies that manage biosolids(e.g., improved design criteria or operational practice).

· Technology with potential for use elsewhere across the country

· Operational proof of performance

· Resolved previous biosolids management or utilization problems and have helped gain public acceptance

Applications should include information to justify selection for the award, and generally address the following questions in the narrative documenting the application, as appropriate for the particular facility/program/project:  

· How is the innovation different from similar devices/process/etc.?

· What problem does the innovation resolve?

· Does the problem occur widely in the bio-solids industry?

· Does the innovation have the potential to be widely used by other facilities?

· Has the innovation been commercialized?

· Does the innovation reduce the use of natural resources?

· Does the innovation reduce the use of human resources?

· Does the innovation reduce the use of capital resources?

· Does the innovation directly improve the acceptability of bio-solids for recycle or reuse?

· How much capital investment does the innovation require?

· How technically complex is the innovation?

· What new problems are created by the innovation?

· What are safety concerns associated with the innovation?

· What are adverse environmental concerns associated with the innovation?

· What are any security concerns generated by the innovation?
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
